The next course training parachute repackers is due to run on 7/9th December this year. The
venue will be Lilleshall National Sports Centre near Telford, Staffordshire. The cost is £250
non-residential. Accommaodation is available in the area. Please note that a period of
supervised repacking is usually required after the course, followed by an examination, to gain
the licence

The prime objective is to raise funds to enable young persons to participate in air sport. It is
hoped that entries will be from young and old, the serious and not so inclined, the
professionals, amateurs, families and friends. Any pictures with a "FLIGHT" theme will be
welcome, especially those capturing the spirit or the "wow factor" of flight and flying.

Well over thirty organisations have donated major prizes.

There will be Adult and Junior sections (under 18). The best three entries in each section will
have first choice from the prize list. Numerous other prizes will be awarded to entries deserving
recognition, rewarding ingenuity or imaginative interpretation on the theme of "Flight".

The entry fee is £5 for an adult and "free"for a junior. Pictures can be as prints, transparencies,
or CD-ROM and in colour or black and white. A 3rd category - Digitally Manipulated Images will
also be accepted. A 4th category - will be for "Flight Simulated Graphics or Screen Shots".6
